Seminar description

As all European energy markets that of Germany has experienced massive changes over the
past 20 years. Especially the increasing shift from fossil fuels towards energy from renewable
sources poses critical challenges to all components of the system from production over
transport to storage and demand. The role of the consumer becomes increasingly important in
this context amongst others to level volatile production patterns of renewable energy sources,
such as wind and photovoltaic power.

This course gives an overview of the energy market in Germany and its relation to the
European setting. Students will learn how energy prices are formed, how grid stabilization is
channelled into market mechanisms, and which role(s) consumers play in the energy markets
of the future. It will place a special emphasis on consumption behavior and the formation of
renewable energy communities newly introduced in the 2018/19 Clean Energy Package. Both
aspects will play a vital role in the ongoing transition from a rigid and centralized to a
decentralized and sustainable energy system based on renewable sources.
